RPM? now utilizes ANT+ technology connecting Android devices to your head unit enabling you to see your cycling
power. Garmin keeps a directory of all Android devices that are compatible with ANT+ here:

Initial Connection
e Open RPM? application
e Connect to Insoles
e Choose your Cycling event
e Start the Cycling event. You do not need to ride the bike, simply have your insoles nearby
e Have your head unit search for ANT+ devices, it will find one
e RPM? device Manufacturers Code is: 1337
e Select to pair with RPM?
e End your Cycling event
Your head unit should now automatically display power data the next time you use RPM?2,

Use after Initial Connection
e Start your head unit
e Open RPM? application
e Connectto insoles
e Choose your Cycling event
e Begin your Cycling event
e Head unit should pick up the ANT+ connection and automatically transmit and display your power
data/cadence.
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
